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After riding a BWs 125 from Montreal to Toronto, over
three days with limited resources, Yamaha’s Bryan
Hudgin was seeking a bigger adventure for his next
segment on A Motorcycle Experience. With 1,140km
of barren road to cover, no food, no accommodations,
and no experience on Yamaha's newest motorcycle,
Hudgin may have bitten off more than he can chew.

The following is an excerpt from Bryan Hudgin's “A Labrador Labour of Love”
diary, posted on Yamaha's Bike Blog.

abour of Love? Now that's an

understatement. It was 585km

of gravel road, trees, lakes and
mountains (and not much else) just to get
to the Trans-Labrador highway! This road
is not for the faint of heart, and that's why
the ‘Labrador Labour of Love” would be my
toughest challenge yet. Let me walk you
through this trip from the start...

| met Mike Brown (A Motorcycle Experience’s
trusted cameraman) and Tyler Hawley
(Producer) at the airport with my little Ford
Focus rammed to the gills. To their credit,
airport security didn't pull a heavy on me when
| unintentionally tried to smuggle a Swiss
Army knife and matches into my carry-on
luggage, which was a camping tent. Seems |
forgot the knife and matches were included in
there, along with the pegs (insert sheepish grin
here). | shuddered as | imagined how a similar
situation would play out, in a US airport, with
an overzealous “super trooper.”

Why the heck was | taking a tent as a carry-
on? Well, ego is a powerful motivator,
and | had agreed to another challenge for
A Motorcycle Experience. The host, Dave
Hatch, had dared me to complete the same
challenge as last year, albeit

on the remote and rugged -
Trans-Labrador Highway. -
So there was no food, /
no accommodations |
and no money (except
for fuel) from Monday
morning until
Wednesday night.

Just me, my Super e

Ténéré, some fishing and

camping supplies, and 1,140km of barren road.
This is how the ‘Labrador Labour of Love’ name
was coined. The payoff? if | successfully made
it to Goose Bay without breaking any of the
rules, Hatch would host an entire show with
“Yamaha" written across his forehead.

We arrived in Baie-Comeau Sunday night
after a layover in Montreal. Through a series
of hand gestures, broken French and a bit of
charades, we three Anglos managed to get a
cab to the hotel. | settled down to sleep a little
later, but not before sharpening my knife and
reading up on edible plants.

Monday morning brought some confusion,
including a last-minute run to Wal-Mart for
an SD card, and another cab to get to the

UHAUL dealer (which was odd as they were
also a competing motorcycle dealer. Seeing
as | was dressed in full Yamaha regalia, and
after waiting an inordinate amount of time,
| was sure to check the brake lines and lug
nuts before | left.) Patrick from Baie-Comeau
Motosports had “Tenny” perfectly prepped for
the long trip. Since we were doing the lion’s
share of the ride on gravel road, | had opted
for knobby tires instead of the more pavement-
friendly versions that are stock on the Super
Ténére.

My tentative agenda had the Labrador Labour
of Love crew leaving at 9:30 am to make our
way towards our first stop, 216km down the

road, arriving at the Manic 5 Dam at 12:30 pm.
At 12:15 pm we finally rolled out of Baie-
Comeau Motosports parking lot... Yes, quite a
bit behind schedule already. Oh, brother.

The road to Manic 5 Dam turned to remote in
a hurry. It wasn’t long before a combination
scent of freshly cut wood and thick diesel
fumes were confusing my olfactory system,
“... smells ... so...sweet ... but ... [ahem]
...why ...is ... it.. hard ... to ... [cough] ...

breath?”

The logging trucks were going by fast and
furious and, as such, I increased my speed to
stay out of the way. It wasn't long after that |
crested a hill and narrowly missed a plodding
porcupine on the other side. Meh, no big deal.
About 10km later | rounded a corner and saw
some sort of cat/fox/coyote hybrid. After
more thought, | realized it was probably a
fisher, which was later confirmed by almighty
Google. It was then | realized, ‘Tenny, we're
not in Kansas anymore!”

We rode on to our first stop at the gigantic
Manic 5 Dam, the world’s largest multiple arch
and buttress dam. | will admit: talking to the
camera is quite unnerving when security feels
the need to watch your every move.

As Keith Urban would say, this is “Where the
blacktop ends...” And, as The Black Eyed
Peas would say, “The party was about to get
started...” Sadly, the party ended about 60km
later, when | moved back on my seat and
realized my butt was no longer hitting the tent
that | had strapped on behind me. Great, no
tent. This was going to be a long night. Crikey!

DO YOU YAMALUBE?

rying to find a definitive
Tanswer to the old question,
“Who makes the best motor
0il?” is much like listening to
political candidates’ debate. So

many opinions and you just don't
know what to believe.

In the good old days things were
simpler. Fuel contained lead with
few additional chemicals and was
depended upon to offer stable
performance with long shelf life.
Engine oils were also more basic;
all you needed to decide was what
thickness or “viscosity” to use
based on the season, or what brand
sponsored your favourite racing
series.

The rising costs of gasoline in
the 80's triggered a response from
auto makers in engineering cars
to be more fuel-efficient. “Land
yachts” made way for lighter, more
aerodynamic designs powered
by highly efficient, computerized
engines  which  commanded
specialized fuels and oils. On the
heels of this new technology came
additional requirements, stemming
from new age environmental
awareness. Government regulators
around the world were mandated to
legislate lower tail-pipe emissions,
putting greater responsibility on
engine makers and the petroleum
industry.

Today’s engine oils are far more
specialized than they were in the
past. Petroleum engineers have
developednewblends and additives
to increase fuel efficiency. Special
friction modifiers sometimes
called “friction reducers” are
combined with low viscosity based
oil to gain greater fuel mileage in
cars. It's all about the average
fuel consumption claims and
frequency of visits to the pumps.
In addition, car oil formulations

have reduced phosphorous
(a traditional wear inhibitor) to help
protect new emissions systems
that use catalytic converters.
Motorsport engines are designed
differently than cars, to meet
specific performance demands
within each product group. They
do not like “friction reduced” oils
and require additional additives to
protect against wear and extreme
pressures not found in most car
oils.

To develop approved automobile
oil, engineers need only consider
the basic moving engine parts:
crankshaft, pistons, cams etc.
Transmissions, clutches, torque
converters, and starters all work
outside of the engine cases. They
are not a consideration when
formulating a friction-reducing oil.
Not so with motorsport engines.
Depending on the product, the

i

engine oil will also lubricate the
transmission, clutch and can
impact the starter clutch, gear
reduction system, sprague clutch
and other components.

Add to this, many motorsport
engines are very high performance,
some running well over 10,000 rpm
for long periods of time. Others
are air-cooled, producing massive
torque and high temperatures at
very low rpm, while others run in
extreme, hostile environments
like water, dust and salt which can
accelerate corrosion and wear far
beyond that of the family mini-van.

Unlike the auto industry, motorsports
(which includes motorcycles, ATVs,
snowmobiles and marine products)
represent a small fragment of
the internal combustion engine
market.

MotoGP FIAT Yamaha teammates, Valentino Rossi
and Jorge Lorenzo, picked up right where they left
off in ‘09, trading paint in MotoGP. After winning
the opener in Qatar, Rossi watched Lorenzo reel
off the next two wins to take an early points lead.
The hole only got deeper for the 7-time champ
when, at Round 4, he high-sided and suffered a

badly broken leg. Miraculously, Rossi returned a few
rounds later, but it was too late. The damage was
done. Lorenzo continued winning races and built up
a comfortable points lead in Rossi’s absence.
